Gus Colantonio of 16 Morrison Avenue stated thah&® been told that he has got all the answetteto t
guestions that he has been asking from the pasyéaus and he indicated he will continue to comeh
until he gets the answers that make sense to Hiencontinued to discuss his stop sign issue.

Mr. Montinieri commented thasit i
completely within his rights to continue to comegvcouncil meeting and speak on this topic. He
doesn’t think that anybody at this dais has anijtahur intent to challenge what's in front of usterms

of our authority or lack thereof to do anythingfeient. It is a bit of an exercise and frustrationhim to
come up and speak on this topic. He has sharedad¢ivees that he thinks that the Council’s
unwillingness to change our position is an indmainf our sense of lack of caring. It is not asues of

not caring, it is simply an issue of recognizingttthis topic is something which we do not agree on
This Council does not have the authority to chagitieer a local or a state requirement with respetite
stop sign. Given the nature of the work done leyGouncil at each meeting and are asked to do as
volunteers he is asking with due respect that Maftonio please consider and to recognize tranibt
necessarily the best use of our time when we aarlgltell you that this is not going anywhere. He
certainly appreciates all that Town Manager Bridgas done on this topic and he understands that the
are now pushing themselves to the limit of thetrgrace. He would ask that Mr. Colantonio think abo
that.

He finds it hard to believe that Counciésigt have any authority to have a stop sign puttde
noticed several articles in the Hartford Courantvall as the Wethersfield Life regarding the Remaris
criticizing the budget and he knows he has criédithe budget as well, but he didn’t go and ptint the
newspaper. He thinks it's wrong and it rings halend it is the same idea with the Bonding
Commission where they are constantly bonding amgblpecontinue to keep voting for it and then in the
newspaper they disagree. It's more senseless sgendi

George Ruhe of 956 Cloverdale Circle commentedhbas concerned about this election year having a
tremendous impact on our lives. He is a firm barehat if you don't vote well then you can’t do chu
complaining. He also commented on his neighbgpimigd situation. A large machine arrived and is
cutting down the growth. He wanted to know whemadtld be started and completed, this year or next.
H would like a hard copy the 2016 profiling boolpidssible.

Town Manager Bridges indicated that it does lo&k hext season on the pond. The loss of Town
Engineer Mike Turner set them back six weeks.héndonstruction season we didn’t have the money
adopted in the budget. They knew the budget woelddopted with the money in it mid-May. They
have to do soil samples on the sediment to maleisisr not hazardous; then design it so they eald b
this during the low water season next August. Tjasydidn’t have time to bid this and get a coctiva
under contract. The best time to do it is whernviager is at its lowest, August, but they are cortadit
and the money is in the budget. It's in the @itidget so once the transfer from the general farthe
capital fund is made that money will be there fereuntil they spend it.

COUNCIL REPORTS

Councilor Martino reported that there was a Bud@ydtinance Committee. They reviewed: The IRS
payroll audit, the underground fuel tank replacein@nject and the vacant lots in town. The IRS has
done their audit and found several people theystaiuld have been paid under W-2 versus a 1099 The
are making the necessary corrections on that. hse a large capital project coming and the Mayor
wanted to talk to the Finance Committee on whichalion to go with the underground tanks. It habdo
done by 2018 per DEEP. He has given us some idehgwdance. There are some vacant will be voted
on lots in town where they have reduced the vafubase lots to zero. We want to take the uncatiect
taxes which are for the current year and waivedhess to bring things in balance.

Councilor Bello reported that she attended the drprBoard meeting where they reappointed their
officers. Lead by Dorene Ciarcia, that team doegeat job with the Library Board. They are in the
middle of their summer reading program; they havadult program. She also attended a Public Safety
Committee meeting where Chief Cetran came in aotespbout fixed license plate readers. They will
be paid for out of asset forfeiture funds not ofitawn budget monies. They will be set up in two
different places in town.

Deputy Mayor Barry attended a couple of Buildingn@oittee meetings and things had been moving
along relatively smoothly until the last meetindne¥ learned that there is some asbestos in thegpeal
There was a special meeting tonight, just befoi® nieeting, trying to get information on the cast t
remediate and what affect that would have on thedule. The Building Committee did not act on that
because from a timing standpoint, the abatementraxtor needed to know when the scaffolding
individual could get in so that triggers when haldoget going. But the plan would be to get tthane
before school starts. Unfortunately it will haveiampact on the overall budget. Town Manager Bridge
has a plan in place should it create problems.pldue is to address that in a special meeting onstay.



COUNCIL COMMENTS

Mayor Montinieri invited the Building Committee up the podium. Christine Fortunato, Chair of the
Building Committee explained that they just mebptio this meeting so they have their consultants t
provide some additional information that just caméo them at their meeting about testing resutid a
their next steps. They have recessed their meeti will reconvene on Thursday and make a
recommendation at that point about remediationrloSdrom Fuss & O’Neill stated that they did some
testing of plaster, thglenums and the ceilings, the concrete Ts in the pool arEhese items were not
tested prior and they were doing some work and sofrtbe subcontractors requested that testing be
done. Both the plaster and thienums and the coating dryvit on the concrete Ts inditdtst they had
chrysotile asbestos - one at 3% and one just d#er 3o the plan is to get the abatement contrdotor
come in and abate these materials before the dftathool. Gus, Construction Manager from O & G
stated that they are waiting to hear back from [seut Middlesex, their abatement and demolition
contractor on the schedule and will report bacK barsday.

Councilor Latina asked why this wasn't test fordyefsubcontractors brought it to our attention.

Carlos replied that initially the consultant who svan the site doing the testing did not test these
materials. They did test other materials in thel it at that time they did not test anything abtve
ceiling so it was unknown until now.

Councilor Latina asked if that was a nhormal cowfsaction to not test the ceiling.

If at the time the consultant did not know thatt timaterial was going to be impacted then they waaltd
test. If it was not deemed to be renovated orictgd then it would not be reason to test for debes

Councilor Latina asked if they were painting it ahdt was what launched the subcontractors.

Town Manager Bridges replied yes and that they vagljasting theplenums for some new air handling
grates as they were going to disturb the plastet, dnat's when they got into it. Originally theyeren’t
going to do any work in the pool area so that iy Whvas never tested.

Chairwoman Fortunato indicated that they have wecktwo bids to do abatement work that just came in
and so O & G will be reviewing to make certain tttase bids are thorough and then we will make a
recommendation Thursday night to proceed. Thefionfvote of the Building Committee at this point
is to remove all of the asbestos.

Town Manager Bridges indicated that as a querysth# is asking that Council meet Thursday night
briefly to do this because it is going to be welep$200,000 threshold that the Building Commities
for a change order.

Mayor Montinieri stated the Building Committee i®eting at 6:00 so he would get a notice out about
that.

Councilor Rell wanted to commend Chief Cetran amel éntire Wethersfield Police Department with
everything that is going on right now nationallyddonoking a number of posts on social media thépol
department does an excellent job of keeping usrnméd of everything that is happening. More
importantly the public is keeping “us” informed ewmerything that they are doing on behalf of thdéqeol
department. He sees a number of comments of hosat gre police department is with the public and
they are being commended left and right with flasyeookies, donuts and fresh coffee. We do have an
excellent police department led by a great chief.wanted to commend them for everything they doing



in this difficult time.

Councilor Hemmann commented that she did see @e&an on the news talking about risks. He did a
very fine job of outlining those risks while reakbpeaking very positive. It was nice to see our fow
represented on the news.

Councilor Hurley stated the Ridge Road apartmemas were approved. He thinks the residents were
forced into a deal because of a lawsuit. He thitks a bad idea to give tax abatement for regiden
properties. It should be for businesses and mixsed He thinks we should look at the vote agaithen
tax abatement because of the change of scope. Idygse the last election it was said that Weight
Watchers is being torn down and that Ashley Furgitis coming. Promises made, promises kept.
Democrats probably won the election with that fedtion. And he would say that Ashley Furniture is
not coming. He would hold off on any other prematdeals until something is signed.

TOWN MANAGER'S REPORT

Town Manager Bridges stated that for this past ymar Finance Department has been awarded the
Government Finance Officers Association Award fovdRcial Reporting. He congratulated Mike O’Neil
and his crew for putting together another very wleltumented consolidated annual financial repa$sL
than 10% of communities in the country get that rawd& his is a big feather in Wethersfield cap
particularly when we go out to bond markets. On Wesdlay CIRMA will be presenting an equity
distribution, a return on our premiums, for abod#t $00. We did not budget that money because they
were unsure if CIRMA would be able to do an eqdistribution. This is good news. We did receive ou
records management grant of $5,000 so the Towrk Cken continue her Historic Preservation program.
Town Engineer Derrick Gregor did hear back from @R& Our Middletown Avenue accident reduction
program grant was not pushed on to DOT. They mawedprojects forward in CRCOG, both having a
higher accident and incident rate than the Middleta\venue project. We will continue to look at how
we make improvements there particularly when MD@sdhat up to replace the sewer lines. On the
podium is the new Food Bank logo. There is a nemger action team for Wethersfield and that team
working with Social & Youth Services has put togatla new logo for the Wethersfield Food Bank.
Director Bagley and her crew have been working liargrms of hunger throughout Wethersfield. It is
very important in the community.

TOWN CLERK COMMUNICATION

Town Clerk Sassano stated that there will not beagmy in August in Wethersfield. We have no
challenges to either of the major parties. Wd dbl not know the full slate for November. Minority
parties and partitioning parties have until eargptémber to submit everything to the State. Betwee
August ' and November®if people are unaffiliated or a member of a miparty and would like to be
a Justice of the Peace they should file certaim$owith her. To qualify you cannot have been pagy
since May 1 of this year. We have about four or five alredulyt room for more so check with her office
if interested.

Councilor Bello moved ttACCEPT THE GRANT FROM THE HARTFORD FOUNDATION

PROGRAMS PER THE GRANT PROPOSAL", seconded by Councilor Spinella.

Town Bridges stated that as discussed during thgdiyprocess there was a desire on behalf of the
Wethersfield Early Childhood Collaborative to enbauthe early childhood programs as a collaboration
between the Board of Education and the Town arsdgiEint was submitted by those parties to provide
funding for that effort.



Councilor Hurley asked if this was for salaries.

Director Bagley explained that this is a three ygrant and the first year it's about $6,000 for som
programming and the second and third year is soograming and mostly towards salaries.

Councilor Hurley asked what happens to the $25tB80we put in.

Director Bagley indicated that it's in budget farg year to potentially, depending how we move gjJon
there might be request for that additional monethenfuture. The salaries are all three years.

Councilor Hurley asked if we brought early childdatevelopment into town have they looked at all the
different private businesses that do some of ttteags already. What is going to happen to them if
programs are being put in by a town instead of g$vate industry.

Director Bagley stated that we would look to in@utiat as part of the process to take advantatye of
private businesses in town.

Councilor Latina stated if initially these jobs wWade part time, would the hope then be after tinegt
years when things get solidified that they woulertibe expanded.

Director Bagley responded that we have always ld@itehem as part time jobs. We have never talked
about full time jobs. People might want to consittet but it's not anything that has been discussed
within the early childhood collaborative. We haleays looked at the three years as part time jobs.

Councilor Latina was concerned because we talktdinamigetary issues and staffing. She wanted to make
sure that we didn’t promise something we couldoltofv through on.  She inquired if they would be
getting reports to Council on progress as the pmogrontinues.

Director Bagley responded that they would be hapmjive Council reports on the progress.

Councilor Rell asked what the original line itemsAfar this in the previous budget. Has it alwagerb
$12,5007?

Director Bagley indicated no that this fiscal yeathe new year for $12,500.00. In previous yé@&'s
been $2,500 from the town and $2,500 from the Bo&fducation for $5,000 total.

Councilor Rell wanted to understand and statedytbés we moved it up $12,500 each from the Board
and $12,500 from the Council for $25,000. The grafidr $62,000 on top of that over the next three
years. After that grant is up in three years, Mgou be looking to keep that $87,000 possiblyddine
item in the budget or would you continue to look2b,000.

Director Bagley responded that they would probablgtinue to look at the $25,000 because part of the
process is to look at other avenues that may béeut for funding.

Mayor Montinieri commented that when we talked wifie Hartford Foundation in the fall and spring in
response to this grant application, it was oridyn&50,000 that we applied for and they actuallyeyas
more which is good, but the intent is ultimatelydad to the larger source of funding from the féad
Foundation that reflects what they did in Glastagtand East Hartford as comparable towns. If he
recalled, East Hartford got a grant for $330,0@8rahey successfully went through the three ydat p
program. Rich, from the Hartford Foundation, sHaséth us that this would be an entrée into



consideration. Towns of our similar size are exjragthis program and they want to support that unde
the Hartford Foundation. Just in response to CitamRell’s point, ultimately while we might haveeant
success for three years through the support freniHértford Foundation our intent would be to prasluc
results that get their attention for a much lasygrport for a program. He understands the coratern
budget time that if we create this opportunity areddon’t get that sort of support, we would theadha
discussion on whether or not to continue the progrtithe same level. That is very much on people’s
minds. He supports that effort in that regard. éfafty we will have the expected results with much
larger support from the foundation. Then we wor¥d that burden on the budget for the town. He
thanked Director Bagley for her work on this pragraHe thinks it’'s a terrific step in the right eation
and the Hartford Foundation is very excited to sup@/ethersfield.

Town Manager Bridges stated that for years the thasistruggled with various parcels throughout the
community that have no real ownership, no realedlut are in private hands in some form or fashion
which means they are taxable. Working with the TaXector, with the Finance Department and the
Town Assessor, we have identified a collectiorhofkt that should be devalued to the point of ndoilhx
or no impact on the grand list. Suspending thegaxhich we have done on these parcels probaldg sin
forever so this would be the last time we wouldéhtvsuspend these taxes and these particuladparce
would no longer impact the grand list or the tabeso Then the question becomes what do you do wit
them. Most of these are private open space whitte original subdivision development, the depelo
was required to put aside an X amount of acreodigns of the developed property for open space.
Those with the cessation of a homeowners assatjatioere the developer going away, those become
orphans and unowned and uncollectable taxes. Sthdiat happened to most of these. The first step
would be to get these off the tax role so we dooittinue to have the impact on the grand list with
false value. It's not much but it cleans up astebese lots.

Councilor Rell commented that speaking of cleanipghese lots and in the sense of getting thertheff
list but physically cleaning these lots up. In atar the one on Hang Dog that is surrounded bgaeit
a dozen houses. Neighbors are complaining of sgpeedf bamboo growing or some unsightly
conditions, who would be responsible for any of¢leanup.

Town Manager Bridges stated that a lot of these gpaces have gone back to nature and that is
probably where they will stay.

The next night the officer is
pulling into the parking lot and sees a car thataisked in a parking space and goes to check.it Do

car came at his cruiser we have this all on videbactually rammed the cruiser to get by him arodiiad
him and took off. Again, the pursuit was brokehwatien it hit close to 100 mph so these people are
completely reckless, completely no value whatso&véuman life or property. However, we were able
to identify the car from the video and the cruiaed matched it to the fixed LPR’s that are on Fairket

in Hartford. So we got the marker plate off theaad it turns out that it was stolen out of Glasary

but at least we know what we have here and thos8d €an be extremely invaluable to us in
investigating these serious types of crimes. H®png that if they are successful, which he thitlley
will be, that they would like to add some morehie future to other locations.

Councilor Hurley stated that in the packet it says locations — it has the Silas Deane Highway (5
cameras), Berlin Turnpike (3 cameras) and thelmadNilbur Cross Highway the same as the Berlin
Turnpike for another 4 cameras.

Chief Cetran replied that it is the same locatiahtb get the south bound traffic they had to mibdhe
overpass and to get the north bound traffic is ott Street where the intersection is located. thés
same basic location but they had to put it in tepasate locations to get the traffic.

Councilor Hurley asked if this company Brite haeeess to the data also or just the Police Depattmen
and is there privacy concerns and can they use dther means.

Chief Cetran responded that Brite has access tdateebecause right now we are going onto the CRCOG
server and they maintain that server. He wasuratand he didn't believe that they use it for Aimg

else. It's just the marker plates that are gop@id it's not to look at people in cars. They \ddoave

to have access to motor vehicle records and henddidieve they have that. It has never comesipra
issue before and we have had them since 2008 acel wie started we all went onto that CRCOG server.
Brite has the fixed LPR’s on Park Street too.

Deputy Mayor Barry asked if this was linked to attavns.

Chief Cetran replied yes the CRCOG server. Riglat they are separated into two different servers —
one in Newington and one is at CRCOG. We aregryanget them both together, all of them and



hopefully get them onto the LEARN servers stateveide that would incorporate everyone. There are a
number of Fairfield County departments and alsithi area; the more you have the better off we &re.
fact when we first got the LPR’s in the cars Hadfbad a homicide and we were able to track it from
Hartford through Wethersfield, Newington and inteviNBritain.

Deputy Mayor Barry asked if this was more for aftex fact investigations.

Chief Cetran indicated that there is no on-site itooing of it at the time. It is just somethingaththey
can go back to and view the cameras.
