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Councilor Kotkin thanked the Director of Public Vkerfor completing this report. It provides

great information and will help in the long termaphing of the Town. Last year, the Town
Council gave a bid waiver to Tremco but said thatanted the Town to go out to a request for
payment (RFP) next year.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thatefrco has approached the Capital
Improvement Advisory Council (CIAC) about providing different approach to the roof
program. Tremco feels comfortable with its databasd the condition of the roofs and is
willing to provide its services at a slashed pricEhe price will include small repairs. The
proposal is being discussed now with the CIAC aildoeame to the full Council in the future.

Councilor Drake asked how far into the building thé inspections go. Does the report include
painting?

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said that evhhe and the then Board of Education
Supervisor of Maintenance and Operations went tiivathe buildings paint and other small
items were looked at. This system will not replde Town’s work order system.

Councilor Drake asked if the Board of Education wile this system for its planning.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said that believes that the current Supervisor of
Maintenance and Operations for the Board of Edanasi using this for its project lists.

Councilor Roberts said that this is a massive ptognd it is good to see that the Town is
moving forward. It is amazing that an inventorysweever done before.

Chairperson Hemmann asked about the Town’s wor&raystem.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thaetlwork orders are on an access computer
program now. There has been a work order progmgstace for the past 20 or 30 years.

Chairperson Hemmann asked if there were drawingalfef the buildings included with these
plans. There weren't drawings for Town Hall whie tenovations started and it caused delays
and expenses.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thaeth are not drawings for all of the properties.
The Town Clerk assisted the Town in getting a gfantapping so that maps are now grouped
together by building. They haven't been index#&dvould be great to have them all scanned but
it would take millions of dollars.

Councilor Drake said that there are CDs with drawifor the last ten years.
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Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thatth are as-built maps and electronics for all
new projects.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thatstthe Town’s practice to send letters to all
property owners on the road that is being accepiédttre are three property owners on Progress
Drive. Two responded to the Town saying that teegport the acceptance of the street. The
other did not respond.

No one else spoke on the hearing item.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Jim Woodworth, 5 River Road, representing the GiMaadows Conservation Trust, invited
Councilors and members of the public to attend & wa Saturday, February"6 He said that
this is the fifth walk of the winter and is spedmdcause it will be in conjunction with Goodwin
College to look at Crow Point which the college woed this summer. It is co-sponsored by the
Nature Center and Chief Knapp of the Wethersfiettn® Club, the stewards of the Meadows,
will meet the walkers. The walk will start at Pain Park at 10:00 a.m. Chris Shepard will
provide rides to the start of the walk. More infation is available on the Great Meadows
Conservation Trust website. The walk will be ab®hiours long.

Robert Young, 20 Coppermill Road, said that thegase in the fee for a trash barrel, passed at
the last meeting, is too high. It went from $65 parrel to $200 per barrel.

Chairperson Hemmann clarified that the charge wasah additional barrel and that it is the
hope of the Council that when the new recyclinggpaon begins in July there will be more
recycling and less trash and the trash tonnagegavilown.
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Robert Young said that at the Board of Educatioreting the Superintendent of Schools
presented his budget. It calls for a 1.7 perageriease and he claims it is bare bones. There are
areas that could be cut to make it truly bare bofbke Town has a high special education rate
and should not be paying teachers extra pay. aktetlat the State Comptroller has announced
a $515,000,000 deficit and it continues to grovine Town must reduce its costs.

Gus Colantonio, 16 Morrison Avenue, thanked Cowndlontinieri for the explanation he gave
about the Board of Education budget. He saidttiexe is a big recession and there can’t be any
budget increases. There is not really any roonufdons in Town government. He said that he
went to the Finance Department to ask how strghtdiare paid for by the Town but the Finance
Director was out to lunch so he was sent to thertemging Division but no one could tell him
there either. He then went to see the Town Managr has been asking these questions for
some time now and no one has given him any answers.

George Ruhe, 956 Cloverdale Circle, asked if thevil@onds were include in the facilities
database.

Mike Turner, Director of Public Works, said thaétfacilities database included buildings only.

George Ruhe said that he hopes the Town hasn'dtierg his pond. He said that he was happy
to make the Mayor a holder for her nameplateit Works for Councilors, he would be happy to
make holders for all of them. He said that therBaz Education has fixed its signage problem
by purchasing new signs for all of the Board of &ation members. He hopes that the Town
Council will recognize that some groups don't “tkinoheap” during the budget process. He
suggested that the Town Council see through thekemaad mirrors presentations that it will
receive. In regard to the ethics complains, tharBamf Education said that it didn’t break any
laws but then won’t release any data on its fingiagd hides behind privacy laws. He would
like the Town to keep the public informed on thieies decisions so that the public can be aware
of the ethics of the people who spend a large atnaiuthe Town’s money.

Colleen Sheridan, 31 State Street, said that shddwlke to share an observation with the
Town. Her daughter and family were looking at mgvia Wethersfield. They found a house for
$268,000. The taxes on the house were going t66h@00 or Y2 of her monthly mortgage
payment. The taxes were too high and she willmote to Wethersfield. The Town Council
needs to take an ax to the budget because younliefoan’t afford the taxes.

The Commission is
putting together its requested expenditures. Thaeno Insurance Committee meeting because
there was a lack of a quorum. He was happy t@sesppointed was being made tonight. There
is one more vacancy on the Committee. He said ttlatinsurance Committee is important.
Every three years the Town goes out for a requegirbposals. It needs to be done in the next
few months.

Councilor Manousos said that the Budget and Fin&@m@amittee met and discussed the Town
Attorney selection. The Committee will have a maogendation at the next Town Council
meeting. The Grand List is projected to be upaatfon of a percent. He thanked the Assessor’'s
office for their hard work, especially with persbraroperty. The Committee met with
department heads and asked them to look outsideothéo operate more efficiently, more like a
business. Right now the tax structure is not falle for business. It won’t happen overnight
but the Town needs to work on it. He said thee#¢hCouncilors took a tour of Town facilities
with the Town Manager. It was a great tour. Thep toured the site of the proposed 150 unit
apartment complex. He would like to see what tbe/T Council can do to help it along.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
