1. Signage must comply with Section 6.3 (Sign Regulations) of the Wethersfield Zoning Regulations and be approved by the Design Review Advisory Committee.

2. If the building is divided into multiple tenant spaces, the signage shall all be unified.

3. Lighting must comply with Section 6.7 (Outdoor Lighting) of the Wethersfield Zoning Regulations and be full cut-off light fixtures.

4. Landscaping in the front of the building must be planted and maintained so as not to obscure the windows.

4.2 APPLICATION NO. 278-2014-DR The Cove Deli Seeking Façade & Site Improvement Review at 282-284 Silas Deane Highway.---The applicant was not in attendance to present the application.  A brief discussion ensued about the proposed handicap ramp.  The applicant will be asked to attend a future meeting to review.

4.3 APPLICATION NO. 279-2014-DR William Raveis Seeking wall sign Review at 990 Silas Deane Highway.---Bryan Vasser of Archer Signs discussed plans to install two new wall signs (25.72 s. f. each) at 990 Silas Deane Highway (William Raveis). A brief discussion ensued regarding channel letters.  Andrea Boyle made a motion to approve the application as submitted.  Steve Hine seconded the motion and all voted in favor.
