Commissioner Garrey called the meeting to order at 7:30PM, and read the opening comments.  
Commissioner Maycock, Clerk Pro Tem, read the Legal Notice as it appeared in the Hartford Courant 
on February 26, 2010.   
 
APPLICATION NO. 3788-10. Lucky Lou’s Bar and Grill seeking to expand the patio 25’ towards the 
parking lot at 222 Main Street.   
 
Lukas Kyrakos of 57 Windy Hill Drive, South Windsor, appeared before the Commission.  He would 
like to expand the existing patio 25’.  He will continue with the existing pavement and grade it so that 
it’s flat and even, so when hosed down, water will drain onto the grass.  He will expand off of the 
existing posting to match.  The fence will remain, but he will repair any damaged areas and he will use 
the same fencing around the addition.  He will color match the fence to match the building.  The 
corner posts will be white sailcloth and the fence will be Kennebunkport Green.  There will be an 
outdoor BBQ brick area which will be stone.  It will have a stone top.  He will have an outdoor seating 
area/dry bar area which will be brick and the top will be limestone.  The landscaping will be continued 
to match the existing.  He will re-seed/re-sod all grass.  There is an existing opening in the fence, but 
there are no gates currently.  According to the Fire Marshall, it is not necessary to add gates to the 
existing opening, but he can if he wants to.  The drawing shows a gate swinging in, however, it will 
have to swing out.  All trees have been pruned in an effort to alleviate some of the moisture and help 
prevent the mosquito problem.  He may hang some spotlights off the side of the building.  Neighboring 
property is owned by the town and he has been given approval to hang spotlights if necessary.  He 
will have plain umbrellas on the tables with no advertising.   
 
Commissioner Garrey asked whether there was anyone wishing to speak in favor or in opposition to 
this application. 
 
Amy Northrup, Director, Wethersfield Historical Society Governing Board, spoke in favor of the 
application through written correspondence dated February 25, 2010.  The Wethersfield Historical 
Society Governing Board voted to approve the proposed plans for expansion of the patio at their 
February 25, 2010 meeting. 
 
Steve Kelley of 29 Old Smithy Lane, Wethersfield, spoke in opposition to the application through 
written correspondence dated March 9, 2010.   
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Commissioner Garrey asked whether there was anyone else wishing to speak in favor or in opposition 
to this application.  There being no one, this portion of the hearing was declared closed. 
 
APPLICATION NO. 3787-10.  Paul Brennan seeking to reconstruct the rear porch, repair the front 
porch, replace the rear and front entry doors and replace the kitchen windows at 118 Church Street.  
(Tabled from the February 23, 2010 meeting.  The last date to act is April 13, 2010.)
