Mr. Bobby Kirk, Manager of Construction Developmenth Goodyear Commercial Tire &
Service Centers gave a brief history of the project

Mr. Kirk explained that they are proposing a 4,8)B. 2 bay repair shop.
The closest the new building when completed ¢owbtlands would be 11.4'.

Their engineers have come up with the plan to leaalilthe water that is coming off of the
impervious surfaces by constructing a water qualiention pond and a 115’ long washed stone
infiltration trench.

There will be a loading dock between the new anstiexy building with a 24” culvert through
the loading dock discharging into a small detenpond before draining into the wetland.

Along the south side of the proposed building wdadda 110’ of perforated pipe wrapped in
permeable filter fabric set in a washed stonetmatilon trench.

Mr. Kirk also discussed the traffic pattern andamlm the parking lot.

Commissioners questioned grades on the adjoinimkiDiDonuts property to the south,
wetlands seed mix in the detention basin, how dleseonstruction disturbance would come to
the Inland Wetlands, and acknowledgement that Tetafi would have authority over erosion
and sediment control.

Motion by Commissioner Kulpa to Approve as Sumnfawjing seconded by Commissioner
Herold with the following conditions:
1. Add a note to the plan that the water quality diédenpond will be seeded with a
wetlands mix seed.
2. Add a note to the plan that Town staff will have #uthority to monitor, inspect and
enforce erosion control measures.
3. Add a note to the plan that there would not besilydisturbance further than 8’ from
the east side of the proposed building.
