Jason Waterbury PE of The MDC explained that thigeiet was a part of the Clean Water
Project and was being proposed to eliminate sugitiguand overflows on Fairlane Dr. and
Griswold Rd.

Thomas Doty PE of Malcolm Pirnie outlined the logatand orientation of the project.

Thomas Doty explained the project was intendedi¢ceiase the capacity of the Meadow Gate
Siphon to eliminate sanitary sewer surchargingsamdtary sewer flows into Goff Brook.



The installation of an additional 16” and 20” siphaarrel parallel to the existing 10” and 16”
barrel will increase the capacity from 4MGD to 9MGD

Construction of all structures would be within @anr MDC easements, a temporary construction
easement and temporary access easements woulguiededuring construction.

Construction would be done in two phases, one pfasethe west side of Goff Brook, the
other from the east side of Goff Brook.

Dewatering was to be discharged to haybales anfitsde and not directly into Goff Brook.
Excess or unsuitable excavated material would $igodied of offsite.

Commissioners and the applicant discussed usimgetional boring method of construction as
an alternative to open trench construction.

Commissioners wanted to see more detail on dewagtércations, clearing limits and limits of
work, silt fence location, and staging areas amdieation of Meadowgate Rd cul-de-sac as a
staging area.

Commissioners expressed concern on methods optreasion of equipment and material over
Town roads between the two sides of the constnuctio

Motion by Commissioner Buck seconded by Commissiéioerest to accept the application for
a Summary Ruling and to Table the application.
