Corey Garro & Kevin Johnson of Close, Jensen & &iPC represented the applicant.
Corey Garro outlined the project as a revisiorhgrevious application submitted in
April 2008. Mr. Garro explained the proposal, whinvolves the construction of a
12,865+ square foot building addition. The corgion of additional parking is
proposed on an adjacent property owned by PhoegtiailR_.LC and Connecticut Light

& Power Company. The repavement of the existingipg area and the construction of
additional parking spaces involve the filling ofpapximately 4,500 square feet of
wetlands and the deposition of approximately 4,d@fic yards of fill, processed
aggregate and bituminous concrete within the 1@0-ffeodplain. The existing storm
drainage either sheet flows or is conducted thragsting piping and discharging to the



wetlands. In the developed condition, storm weieoff from the parking areas will be
directed through catch basins with sumps and gfehseparators prior to discharge to
the wetlands. Storm water discharge to the wedldrain the Town of Wethersfield
drainage system will remain untreated.
