New Business.
1. Charter Revision Commission.

Chairperson Ragonese informed board members ¢haidh Ms. Bagley were invited to a meeting of the

town’s charter revision commission. The commissitembers had a concern about a conflict in the

language in the charter as it related to the mesipdities of the Parks and Recreation board.

a. Section 510 which identifies the Parks and ReavadBioard in the charter, states “There shall be an
advisory Parks and Recreation Board...The Parks and Reanetiard shall study the recreation
and park facilities and program of the town andisgtamfer with andadvise the Director of Parks
and Recreation...”

b. Section 604 which discusses the Parks and Reandagépartment, states “...The Director of Parks
and Recreation, with thepproval of the Parks and Recreation Board (see Sectiopngid make
rules for the use of parks, public grounds andeoon facilities...
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Chairperson Ragonese explained that tkstamun asked by the Charter Commission was didPHrk
Board want to make rules and policy or be an Aatyi8oard. The Charter Commission asked
Chairperson Ragonese to check with his board ahtagk to them with their input.

Chairperson Ragonese explained that the boardlhagsacted as an Advisory Board with the director
and felt it should continue that way. He has baethe board many years and it has always provided
advice to the director. He explained that hevslanteer and wants to serve in an advisory capagth
the Parks and Recreation Director. Board memlgresed with him. Also, they recognized that under th
charter description for the Parks and Recreatioar@dat identified the board as an Advisory BoaAd.
motion was made by Rich Lepore and seconded bydilaa that the Parks and Recreation Board
recommend that under the charter they remain @glaisory Board and not a rules board. Section 604
should be changed to read “...The Director of ParkkRecreation, with thadvice of the Parks and
Recreation Board...” Changing the word approvaduice corrects the language conflict and matches
the language in Section 510.” Motion passed unansly. Chairperson Ragonese will get this input t
the Charter Revision Commission.

2. Willard Pool Pumps.
Ms. Bagley reported that the Town Council appbthe bid to replace the pool pumps for the filter
operation at Willard Pool. The contractor giirt work in the fall and complete the projecthia
spring. Replacing these pumps is the last pbbspgrading the Willard Pool filter operation.
