 December 7 is the deadline for Medicare open enrollment. 

 165 applications have been received for CRT Energy Assistance Program. 

 Financial limits for state tax relief are $34,600/singles and $42,600/couples.  Applications 

will be accepted from Feb. 1, 2015 – May 15, 2015.  At the town level, the limit is $40,000 

for singles and for couples. 

 A holiday party was held Nov. 17 for people with disabilities.  Approximately 75 people 

attended. 

 Upcoming events include Santa's Pancake Breakfast of Dec. 6 and A Holiday Party on Dec. 

15, both at the Pitkin Community Center.
