5) PROJECT REVIEWS
5.1 APPLICATION NO. 114-2008 — Arby’s Restaurant/Goff Brook Shops - seekingeevof

proposed construction of a drive-thru restaurahhis application was withdrawn just prior
to the meeting, so there was no discussion.

5.2 APPLICATION NO. 85-2007 — Phoenix Medical — seeking review of a propotiteon
and associated site work for property located &01%ilas Deane Highway (Hartford
Hospital). Present on behalf of Phoenix Medicas Whke Panek, and Kevin Johnson of
Close, Jensen and Miller. The 2007 proposal wastesl by the Department of
Environmental Protection on the basis of the welsampact. Phoenix Medical plans to
revise its proposal, and wants to present the gnaechanges first to the Committee.

The changes are in the rear of the parcel andigedaat decreasing the amount of parking
area and the impacts to wetlands. Some of thengavkll be shifted to the south, on
adjoining property also owned by Phoenix Medigalmore compact parking space size
will be used, and the number of landscaped islanli®e reduced.

Phoenix has already received and addressed commamt&lortheast Utilities, owner of

the adjoining electric power line right of way. d&mix expects the expansion will provide
jobs for 90 — 95 more employees.

The consensus of group discussion was that the Gib@erhas no concerns with the revised
proposal.

6) Other Business —
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Ms. Bradley said that Paul Randazzo plans to reéguelsange to mixed use zoning for the four
adjacent parcels he owns at 322 — 334 Silas DeatenMdy. However, Mr. Randazzo will first
be developing a revised, complete site plan bgfarsuing the zoning change.

The Committee discussed how it has been handlmgaisting of telephone numbers on
windows. A question came up about a new busime$swn that posted its phone number in a
window where the previous business had theirs.

The consensus of group discussion was that the Gibeenhas not been allowing such telephone
numbers for consistency with previous Committeasieas. Otherwise, such numbers are not a
problem since they are essentially the same aggdsie hours of operation. As long as the
telephone number is not so large as to be readfabethe street, and it is in the same place as
the previous number, it is acceptable for the tebeye number in the window at this new
business.

The next regularly scheduled meeting for May 218W@ill be cancelled due to the lack of
pending applications and schedule conflicts.
